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Introduction

The author of the Church in Wales’ Religious EdisraSyllabus was
concerned that children should not become confurstitkir study of Christianity
and other faiths. He therefore stressed the hestidoiackground of other faiths
and the life of their founders and wished theseettaught as a separate part of
the syllabus and any planned schemes of work.

However, it is important to link such teaching megfully with the
teaching of Christianity so that the children casvenfrom the generally more
familiar to the less familiar. It is also importantteach these faiths as living
religions which affect, perhaps even more obviotisin Christianity, the daily
life of believers. Children should learn to appa¢eiand respect the special view
of the world and of God held by followers of Judkaiand Islam.

What is Islam?

Traditionally Muslims have given a three-part ansteehis. It is expressed in a
story about the visit of a mysterious stranger ahgel Jibril (Gabriel), to the
prophet Muhammad-

‘One day we were with the Prophet of God when a agproached, clad in
garments of pure white and with raven black hae.ddt down at the side of the
prophet, knee to knee. Placing his hands on rghshne said, “ Oh Muhammad,
give me information on Islam.” The prophet saidldm is witnessing that there
is no God but God and that Muhammad is his progieetprming the salah,
handing over the zakah, fasting during Ramadaruaddrtaking the pilgrimage
if there be no hindrance."see Five Pillars belowThe stranger said, “Right.”

Then the stranger said, “ Now give me informaborfaith (imam).”
Muhammad answered, “ Believing in God, his Angkis,Books, his Prophets
and the Final Resurrection.” The stranger saidghRt

Then the stranger said, “ Now give me informaborright doing
(ihsan).” Muhammad answered, “ Serving God as Wvhes before your eyes.
For if you see him not, he sees you.”’

The story is important because it underlines dea ithat Islam is not
merely a system of beliefs but also an acceptahcertain practices and indeed
a style of life. Islam is not a private matter fiodividuals but is both private and
public. It permeates the whole fabric of societyg anvers not only ritual, belief
and ethics but is also a detailed code of condmatring every aspect of life, art
and politics, hygiene, dress and diet.

Muhammad

Muhammad is the last in a long chain of prophetsidthe “Seal of the
Prophets”. His sayings and doings are recordeldarHiadith and these provide a
model for Muslims so that they seek to follow hsumple in worship and life.

He was born in Makkah (Mecca) in Arabia in 570 CB/Ade was orphaned at
an early age and originally worked as a shepheatérl.he became rich as a
trader, which brought him into contact with manyppkes and faiths especially
Judaism and Christianity. He married Khadijah, ahiny widow. He was a
thoughtful and reflective man, concerned by theshir of idols in Makkah and
the lack of generosity and kindness in all arouimal iHe withdrew to a cave to
meditate in his fortieth year and there he receaveevelation of the actual words
of Allah “the Compassionate, the Merciful” throutiie angel Jibril (Gabriel).



Persecuted for his teachings, Muhammad fled to Mdd{Medina) in 622.

Stories are told of his escape - how a herd offsheeered his tracks and a
spider wove a web over the mouth of the cave irciwhie and his family and
friends were hiding. He founded the first mosqu&ladinah for prayer five
times a day. Eventually, he returned to Makkah, theda’bah, purified of its
images of tribal gods and goddesses, became a&adrgigrimage.

The Five Pillars

Every Muslim has five duties to perform

1. Faith (Shahadah) Believing and declaring that tireecme God, Allah, and

Muhammad is his messenger.

. Prayer (Salah, sometimes spelt S&arforming prayers in a special way
five times a day- at dawn, after midday, late ab@n, after sunset, at
night. Prayers in the mosque are announced by tlezzm. (His voice is
often recorded nowadays). People prepare mentallyrayer by reflection
and physically by washing (wudu) in a set way. Tfeme Makkah

(Mecca) and often use a prayer mat with a commalse table to face in the
right direction. In the mosque the mihrab marksdbeect direction.
Prayers have set words and set positions in partated rakat. Muslims
also use strings of beads in private prayer witichvko recite the 99
names of Allah.

3. Almsgiving (Zakah, sometimes spelt Zakat). Givingedamount to

charity.

. Fasting (Sawm). Fasting from food and drink dutimg hours of daylight
in the month of Ramadan. The “Night of Power” dgriRamadan
celebrates the first visit of the Angel Jibril (Gih) to Muhammad. All but
the young, the sick, travellers and the elderlytfarst as a sign of
obedience to God. It helps everyone to understamdufferings of the
poor. The fast is broken at sunset with dates dightameal.

. Pilgrimage (Hajj). Making a pilgrimage to Makkahl@ast once in a
lifetime. Makkah is the birthplace of Muhammad.

The Ka’bah, a cube-shaped building in Makkah, Igelsed to be the first
structure built for the worship of the One God bgahim (Abraham) and
his son Isma'il (Ishmael).

Anyone taking part in the Hajj must be in good ttedree from debts and
have provided for family at home. All hajjis weample white sheets as
they perform the various rituals and devotionsnd around Makkah
including walking seven times around the Ka’bahetbgr with thousands
of others.

Holy Books

Muslims respect the Torah of Moses, the Psalmsaviddand the Gospels of
Jesus but the Qur’an revealed to Muhammad, irriggnal Arabic, is the word of
God. It is the authority for belief and practicaur@n means “recitation” because
Muhammad, who could not write, memorised and rddite words he had heard
from God.

Mosque (Mas;jid)

The mosque is above all a place for worship batsib acts as a religious school
for children and a community and advice centrddoal Muslims. Weddings and
funerals are often held there.

Shoes must be removed before entering the prajleartthwomen and girls must
cover their heads and legs before entering thelingill Men and women worship
separately.

A mosque is usually run by a committee which apygothe imam (religious
leader), the muezzin (who calls the faithful to yemr, the president and the
caretaker.

The calendar

Muslims use the lunar calendar which is about ik dforter than the solar
calendar so that feasts and fasts change theiiquosi the year. 18July 622 is
day one in the Muslim calendar when Muhammad |letkk&h (Mecca) for
Madinah (Medina).

Festivals

The two main festivals for Muslims during the yaae Id-ul-Fitr and Id-ul-Adha
(Eid or Id means festival).

Id-ul-Fitr comes at the end of Ramadan, the moritfasting. New clothes are
bought, special food eaten, greetings and presamtsexchanged and money
given to the poor.
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Id-ul-Adha celebrates Abraham’s willingness to bedient to God and sacrifice
his son. Sheep or lambs are sacrificed at thisvédstThe greeting at both
festivals is “Id Mubarak!”

Muhammad'’s birthday and his ascension into heaxemalao both celebrated.

Food

All fish and vegetables can be eaten. Pork andniat of carnivorous animals is
forbidden and all meat must be “halal”, slaughtdred particular way and with
the formula “Bismillah” — in the name of God. N@ahol may be drunk.

Dress

Both men and women should dress modestly, espeaighublic, and for women
this often involves the wearing of a head coverangscarf and sometimes a
burkah (an all- enveloping cloak).

Alternatively, a more holistic approach could beateéd and a day or days, or a
week could be devoted to project work with the gaeditle of “Experiencing
Islam”. The teaching time for RE, PSE and othefjestib could be organised as
one block. This would concentrate scarce resouneeslve cross-curricular
skills, together with the nurture of spiritualitpcreflecting on and responding to
the whole experience. It could work well in smalhsols where a whole Key
Stage is taught in one classroom. Pupils with ingasve abilities could research
the vast array of resources on the internet anel gwhiteboard presentation of a
virtual tour of a mosque, with the recorded souhthe call to prayer and reading
from the Qu’ran, those with creative abilities @babok, sew, model, design and
paint and pupils with special needs could leariwiteryone by experiencing the
beauty of Islamic calligraphy, the sound of thd ttaprayer and the reverence
accorded to the Qur’an.

Other ideas which could contribute to such a ptajaa be found in the Topic
Sheets which follow. They are accompanied by ploytable illustrations to

add to worksheets or to be enlarged and made odtegs or wall displays. Some
will act as models for calligraphy.
